Corrections need to be made to the total contributions for the Thursday night meeting, and funds from gratitude dinner need to be added.  Approval of treasurers report was tabled to next month to allow time for report to be amended.

Committee Reports
	a.  NEWSLETTER:   Grace handed out copies of January edition.  Grace will be resigning as editor of newsletter after publication of March issue.  It was requested that this vacancy be announced at meetings.
	b.  PHONE HOTLINE:  Jan is keeping phone volunteers updated on the phone message and the website.
c.  WEBSITE:  Carrie S. will take over as webmaster.  She will be in contact with Bobby to arrange for transition.  Will need to make sure that information and links to registration for convention is clear – if necessary, can delay transition until after the convention in March.  Carrie requested approval to transfer hosting account from current host (network solutions, $250/year) to a new host (iPage, approx.. $60/yr).  Becky motioned to approve new hosting, Jeff seconded.  Carrie will coordinate transfer and update with Bobby.
d. LITERATURE: Jeff reported that the cabinet is current and stocked.  Any requests for additional literature for the convention needs to be requested by the February BRIG meeting.
e.  PI/PO:  Becky reported that Bobby will be stepping down from committee chair position.  Carrie and Joyce both volunteered to help but neither able to chair at this time.  This vacancy should be announced at meetings.
f.  REGION 8 MARCH 2011 AD HOC COMMITTEE:   Becky brought up the topic of how scholarship donations being submitted with registrations should be handled.  Jan moved that the BRIG scholarship committee meet with Becky and Rosemary to compile a draft policy to use for people requesting financial assistance.  Carrie seconded; motion passed.  
	Becky showed us the Wednesday noon meeting’s gift basket donation for the raffle to be held at the convention.  Other meetings are requested by the committee to donate a gift basket or money to create one if funds allow.  
	Rosemary requested assistance with compiling an e-mail list to send out the registration flyer.  
	Committee met once last week and a group met to tour the hotel and iron out details and logistics.  
	Deadline for subcommittee reports and other items needing R8 board approval need to be given to Becky by Jan 18.

OLD BUSINESS:  None

NEW BUSINESS

a. Liability insurance question:  Rosemary received a detailed contract from Trinity Episcopal Church which mentioned that groups meeting at the church needed liability insurance, and wondered if anyone else had had similar issues with other churches, or if something needed to be done about it.  Recommended a face to face meeting with church staff and contacting the OA and/or AA central office to inquire about whether our groups fall under some sort of exemption.  
b. The Friday night meeting needs support
c. 2011 Board Officers:  Aleta nominated to fill the open Parliamentarian position.  No other nominations.  Voted by acclamation
d. It was suggested that the reps for meetings also be listed as contact for the meetings.  After discussion it was decided to keep the two service positions separate, because they required different sorts of commitment (contact persons may not be willing or able to commit to attending montly meetings; reps may not be able or willing to take phone calls)
e. Rosemary requested approval of funds to put together folders for board positions, committee chairs, that would contain responsibilities, useful information, that could be passed on.  Carrie put forward a motion to approve funds, Grace seconded, no opposition.
